In the execution of all wheels, whether on fixed pivots or moving pivots, head and eyes are turned simultaneously with the first 
step of the wheel.  Head and eyes are turned back to the front simultaneously with the first step following the completion of the 
wheel.  When the wheel terminates with a halt, head and eyes are turned simultaneously with the last movement of the halt; that 
is, as the feet are brought together (Paragraph 67).
